Article III. Non-University Activities of Faculty Members During the Contractual Period* 
 
A.   Faculty members may extend their professional development by accepting opportunities for outside  
       consulting and similar services in their fields of specialization.  
 
B.   The following activities are examples of customary faculty duties and do not constitute consulting or 

similar services: 

1. Participation on federal grant proposal study sections and similar peer review of grant 
proposals,

F.   All outside activities which consulting and similar services that would represent potential conflicts 

with a faculty member's normal university duties, including time commitments in excess of an 
average of four working days per month, require advance approval by his or her department chair or, 
in a school without departments, the dean (or a designee of the chair or dean).
