In calling for an immediate end to the inhumane and morally bankrupt political and economic system of s l a v e r y  t h a t  e x i s t e d  i n  t h e  U n i t e d  S t a t e s  a n d  g l o b a l l y ,  F r e d e r i c k  D o u g l a s s  c o n t i n u e d :  “ T h i s  s t r u g g l e  m a y  be a moral one , or it may be a physical one, and it may be both moral and physical, but it must be a 

struggle. Power concedes nothing without a demand. It never did and it never will.”  

  

Born enslaved in my home state of Maryland, Frederick Douglass, who died not quite 122 years a go this 

month in 1895, struggled mightily for his own literal and personal freedom –  he escaped from slavery, 

an “illegal” act in those days (a reminder that unjust laws and government actions require that we fight against them).  
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
